According to the Psalmist; 
“Say unto God, How terrible art thou in thy works! through the greatness of thy power 
shall thine enemies submit themselves unto thee.” – Ps 66:3

wicked smitten to death across the nations of the earth. Truly our eyes have seen the 
manifestation of the great power of God.

Remember, it is also written:
